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The eruption observed at the foot of the Nishiyama in the year 2000 took place along
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the national highway, from the coastal area towards Toyako Onsen, and all along the

towhn roads parallel to it. Multiple craters and faults were created by this eruption,

which caused the ground to lift and tilt. Some of these features have been preserved
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as remains of the eruption disaster.
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
